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INTRODUCTION

This is the second volume of A4 Course in Modern
Standard Arabic. It differs slightly in form and method from
volume I as a.result of testing, experimentation and use. It is
in two parts, each containing 20 lessons. The entire volume
contains on the average 1200 new words. The  (last two lessons
have been reproduced in handwriting, as well as the printed
form to acquaint the student with the handwritten style. There
are additional sentences after each lesson in part I. In both
parts there are reviews after every four lessons, gradually inc-
reasing in length as the vocabulary in each lesson increases.There
is also a general review at the end of the volume. There are —
as in volume I — comprehensive vocabulary lists arranged alpha-
betically, English-Arabic and Arabic-English.

The lessons in this volume, as their numbers indicate, are
a continuation of the ones in volme I. Consequently the voca-
bulary and grammatical explanations which occured in volume
I are not considered new(1).

The derived forms of the verbs are not explained until af-
ter lesson 40, since before this the student has not met enough
examples to enable him to absorb the system of derived verbs.
After lesson 40 the questions following each lesson are replaced
by sentences for translation from English to Arabic follwing the
notes .

1. Certain grammatical points are reexplained briefly with a refe-
rence to the page where they occured in volume I.
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Subject matter :

The subject matter has been selected from newspapers,
magazines, the radio, books, etc. The original ideas have been
maintained. The only change has been the wording. If certain
topics — for instance, Algeria — seem to be stressed, this is only
because such topics were the main ones in current materials. In
no case does the subject matter of the volumes of this course —as
was mentioned in volume I — necessarily reflect the point of
view of the author .

Yocabulary :

The average of new words in each lesson in this volume
is 30. All new words appear in boldface type when they are first
introduced. These words are listed with their meanings in the
companion in the order they were introduced(2). They are com-
pletely vowelled. Words beginning with two consonants ( see v.

I p.42 ) have the sign Z written above the ?alif. Nouns and ad-
jectives are listed in the indefinite nominative case 1.e. regular
ones end in 2 , unnunated ones ( see v. I p.112) end in 2, defec-

tive ones ( see v. I p.139) in _ . Present tense verbs are listed in
the indicative mood i.e. they end in . Variable prepositions

(see v. I p.45) end in_. Invariable particles end in ° i.e. no vo-

wel, or the vowel they invariably take.

All words ending in ; are feminine unless otherwise indi-

cated. Feminine words not ending in ; have «f» written beside

them. « m. & f. » is written beside words which are either mas-
culine or feminine .

2. If two or more of these words are related they are listed following
each other .
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Nouns and adjectives which have a sound masculine plu-
ral ( see v. I p.57 ) have ( 04— ) written beside them, while(.;_.l_)

is written beside words having a sound feminine plural ( see v.
Ip.45). '

Verbs or items derived from them that take an object in-
troduced by a preposition have the preposition listed with them.
When the use of the preposition is optional , or when a pre-
postion is needed in certain cases only, it is written between
parentheses . '

After lesson 40, regularly formed present and past tenses,
verbal noun, active and passive participles of a verb are not
considered new items if any of them has been introduced be-
fore. If none of them has occured before, only the past tense is
listed in the lesson word list unless the item in question has a
meaning remote from the past tense verb, or the past tense verb
is rare compared to it. This assumes that the student is able to
recognise any of these items if he knows one of them. Where-
ver such items occur for the first time in the text, they are vo-
welled in addition to being printed in boldface. However in the
Arabic-Eglish comprehensive list these related items are also lis-
ted -in addition to the past tense, so that the student can refer
to them in case he was not able to recognise the relationship
between them and the past tense verb.

There  are two comprehensive lists at the end of the
companion, English-Arabic and Arabic-English. The items are
listed in straight alphabetical order rather than according to
root as is customary in Arabic dictionaries ( see v. I p. 143 —
145 ) . The number beside cach word indicates the lesson in
which it first occured. This makes it possible for the student to
refer to it in context whenever he wishes. Some items — not con-
sidered new since related forms have occured previously — are
used for the first time in the reviews. They are listed in the
comprehensive Arabic-English iist with the number of the review
in which they occured written beside them. Thus « R 56 »means
review after lesson 56. These items are printed in boldface,
and vowelled. A small number of proper names used for the
first time also occur in some reviews. These proper names are
given at the end of the vocabulary of the lesson immediately
preceding the review in which they occured. Proper names are not
listed in any of the comprehensive lists except those which are
completely different in the two languages, for example « Jeru-
salem » . In the English-Arabic comprehensive list, just as in
the lesson lists , all items regulary formed from verbs are
omitted , and only the past tense verb is listed .

Grammatical notes :

Since this is a reading text rather than a grammar ,each.
new grammatical point is explained as it occurs, and conse-
quently one does not find all related grammatical points in the
same place(3). These notes are designed primarily to explain
features that occur in the lesson concerned, not to be exhaus-
tive treatises on the particular grammatical point they treat.
Practically every rule of grammar can be found to have ex-
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ceptions, variations, and further details; it has not been thought
necessary to explain them in detail in this book . Also, some
grammatical details and idiomatic expressions explained here
differ from, or do not occur, in classical Arabic. However,
since these do occur in the material on which this book is
based — namely the modern use of Arabic in newspapers, news-
broadcasts, etc. — it has been necessary to include them both
in the reading and the grammatical explanations.

The new grammatical points are indicated by letters to be
looked up in the grammatical explanations of each lesson.

An index for all the grammatical points is at the end of
the companion. This index includes all grammatical points
which occured in both volume I and volume II. Points explained
in volume I are referred to by v. I followed by the number of
the page. The ones that occured in volume II are referred to
by the number of the page only.

I wish to express my deep gratitude to Dr. William
Cowan under whose guidance this book was written. I also
thank my fellow teachers and the American students whose
remarks and suggestions were very helpful. Among these I am
especially indebted to my colleague Miss Salwa Hilu .

FORMS OF THE VERB

Arabic verbs conform to definite patterns in their conso-
nantal structure, vocalization, and, to some extent, their meanings.
There are ten forms in common use, traditionally numbered in
Roman numerals I—X. There are also other forms so rare that
thcy are normally encountered only in grammar books. Form I
is the basic form, consisting ultimately of three consonants plus
various vowel schemes. It itself has a number of sub - varieties
according to consonantal structure and the changes these sub-
types undergo in conjugation. The other forms are built upon
a first form, or rcot — either real or hypothetical — by the addition
of various consonants or long vowels before, after, or in the
middle of the base form, along with various changes or additions
of short vowels. In many cases there is a meaning connection
between the first form and derived forms; but in others, there is
cither no first form in use, or no obvious meaning connection
between it and derived forms. All forms except Form I are regular
to a great extent in formation, vocalization, and derivative
forms like active and passive participles and verbal nouns. It is
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useful to know these forms because a knowledge of one form will
allow the student to produce many other forms and to recognize
them when encountered. Also, since dictionarics ordinariiy list verbs
by root or Form I rather than actual alphabctic spelling, a student
must be able to recognize what is the root of a given verb in
order to be able to look it up.

In illustrating the forms, the traditional Arabic formula
/ 91/ will be used, where the /f/ stands for the first consonant
of a root, the /9 / for the second, an the /1/ for the third. The
following is a list of the 10 basic forms :
